
Cherepish Monastery
Descriere
It is a Bulgarian Orthodox monastery in the Vratsa diocese, located in the Iskar Gorge, in 
the so-called Swiss Bulgaria, due to the beauty of the area. Founded during the second 
Bulgarian country, under Tsar Ivan Shishman (1371-1393), the monastery was a great 
literary and educational center. It hosts the Seminary of Sofia, which prepares priests for 
the entire country. It was burned several times during the battles with the Turks, being 
redone every time. The monastery church is shaped like an arched nave. The iconostasis 
is carved, and the icons belong to the Tryavna Schools, through the painter Yoanikii 
Vitanov and Debar, through Vasil Iliev. It holds valuable church objects, as well as old 
frescoes by Pimen Zografski.
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
